15 Reasons to Study Doctrine 
1. To Know What God Has Revealed About Key Truths 

2 Tim 3:16 All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for 
reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, (2 Cor 13:5) 

2. To Obey the Command of the Bible (Primary Practices vs. Secondary, etc.) 
1 Tim 4:13 Till I come, give attention to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine. 

3. To Benefit from the Efforts of Pastors 
1 Tim 5:17 Let the elders who rule well be counted worthy of double honor, especially 
those who labor in the word and doctrine. 

4. To Build a Foundation on Which to Add More Truths & Actions 
Heb 5:12-6:2 6:1 Therefore, leaving the discussion of the elementary principles of Christ, 
let us go on to perfection, not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works 
and of faith toward God, 2 of the doctrine of baptisms, of laying on of hands, of 
resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.
