Man’s CONDEMNATION (Gen 3:1-21) 
1. Adam disobeyed God’s command 
2. Adam received sin’s consequences 

a. INNOCENT  Now guilty of sin (3:7) 
b. NO SIN NATURE  Now infected with sinfulness (3:12) 
c. IMAGE OF GOD  Now tarnished (James 3:9; 1 Cor 11:7) 
d. SPIRITUAL RESPONSIBILITY  Spiritual accountability (3:9-10) 
e. GENDER ROLES  Unaltered, but more difficult (3:16-17) 
f. MARRIAGE  Creates conflict between the genders (Eph 5) 
g. HAVE DOMINION  Cursed ground, extra toil, and thorns (3:17-18) 
h. FRUITFUL  Passes on sin and sinfulness to his children (Eph 6:1-3) 
i. OUT OF DUST  Returns man to dust (physical death) (3:19) 
j. CLOSE TO GOD  Separated from God (spiritual death; Eph 2:1) 
k. GARDEN OF EDEN  Ejects man from the garden of Eden (3:24) 

3. The hope of Adam’s race – us – is the Woman’s Seed 
a. God’s Grace in Providing a Temporary Covering (3:21) 
b. God’s Promise of the Victorious Seed of the Woman (3:15)
