The Beginning of the World (Creation)

The Beginning of the Church (Pentecost)

us at the beginning.

The Beginning of Paul’s Ministry

Phil 4:15 Now you Philippians know also that in the beginning of the
gospel, when | departed from Macedonia, no church shared with me
concerning giving and receiving but you only.

0  What — Any thing — “no job too small”
0  Who - Any body — answerable to Him & controlled by Him

Worship

Rev 4:11 "You are worthy, O Lord, To receive glory and honor and power;
For You created all things, And by Your will they exist and were created."

Rom 1:25 who exchanged the truth of God for the lie, and worshiped and
served the creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed forever. Amen.

Service

Eph 2:10 For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good
works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them.

4. The Results of His “Creatorship”

Accountability

Hebrews 4:13 And there is no creature hidden from His sight, but all things
are naked and open to the eyes of Him to whom we must give account.

Authority
