1. Two Words for “Life” (bios — process — experience; z06& — presence of life — existence)
Two Realms of “Life”(creation — physical life [everyone]; new creation — spiritual life)
The Opposite of “Life” — Opposite of {wr (z0€) is death (John 5:24; Gen 2:17; Eph 2:5)
The Full Meaning of “Life” (Sin->death; life requires holiness)

. The Provision of “Life” (John 3:16 — eternal life; 10:10 — abundant life)

Jesus Is LIFE (John 1:4a) — Meaning
Jesus is the Originator or Author of Life (John 1:4; 5:26)
2. Jesus is the Restorer of Eternal Life
A. LIFE: The POSSESSION of Eternal Life (John 11:25; 14:6; 1 John 5:12)
B. LIVING: The FUNCTION of Eternal Life (2 Cor 4:10-12 - life of Jesus manifested)
C. ENDING: The FULFILLMENT of Eternal Life (Col 3:4)

Jesus Is the LIGHT (John 1:4b) — 9 Observations

1. 1:5-Jesus’ light overcomes darkness.
1:5 — Jesus’ light repels darkness. (ESV: “has not overcome it")
(“repels” could mean “comprehend” or “grasp” or “to make one’s own” too)
1:7 — Jesus’ light requires belief.
1:7 — Jesus’ light requires belief by all.
1:8 — Jesus’ light requires witnessing.
1:9 — Jesus'’ light is the true light.
1:9 - Jesus'’ light has its imposters.
1:9 - Jesus'’ light is available to all.
1:0 — Jesus’ light is needed by all.
