A. Jesus Christ Our Lord Is Coming Back 

1 John 2:28 – And now, little children, abide in Him, that when He appears, we may have confidence and not be ashamed 
before Him at His coming. 
1 John 3:2-3 – 2 Beloved, now we are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed what we shall be, but we know 
that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is. 3 And everyone who has this hope in Him 
purifies himself, just as He is pure. 

B. Jesus Christ Our Lord Is Coming Back and Will ________ His _______________ 
Matt 16:24-27 - Then Jesus said to His disciples, "If anyone desires to come after Me, let him deny himself, and take up 
his cross, and follow Me. For whoever desires to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for My sake will find 
it. For what profit is it to a man if he gains the whole world, and loses his own soul? Or what will a man give in exchange 
for his soul? For the Son of Man will come in the glory of His Father with His angels, and then He will reward each 
according to his works.” 
2 Tim 4:1-2 - 1 I charge [you] therefore before God and the Lord Jesus Christ, who will judge the living and the dead at 
His appearing and His kingdom: 2 Preach the word! Be ready in season [and] out of season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, 
with all longsuffering and teaching. 
Rom 14:10-12 – 10 But why do you judge your brother? Or why do you show contempt for your brother? For we shall all 
stand before the judgment seat of Christ. 11 For it is written: "[As] I live, says the LORD, Every knee shall bow to Me, 
And every tongue shall confess to God." 12 So then each of us shall give account of himself to God. 
2 Cor 5:9-10 – 9 Therefore we make it our aim, whether present or absent, to be well pleasing to Him. 10 For we must all 
appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may receive the things [done] in the body, according to what he 
has done, whether good or bad. 

C. Jesus Christ Our Lord Is Coming Back with _____ in ________ (what on ________ really matters?) 
2 Peter 3:10-18 – But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens will pass away with a 
great noise, and the elements will melt with fervent heat; both the earth and the works that are in it will be burned up. 
Therefore, since all these things will be dissolved, what manner [of persons] ought you to be in holy conduct and 
godliness, looking for and hastening the coming of the day of God, because of which the heavens will be dissolved, being 
on fire, and the elements will melt with fervent heat? Nevertheless we, according to His promise, look for new heavens 
and a new earth in which righteousness dwells. Therefore, beloved, looking forward to these things, be diligent to be 
found by Him in peace, without spot and blameless; and consider [that] the longsuffering of our Lord [is] salvation – as 
also our beloved brother Paul, according to the wisdom given to him, has written to you, as also in all his epistles, 
speaking in them of these things, in which are some things hard to understand, which untaught and unstable [people] 
twist to their own destruction, as [they do] also the rest of the Scriptures. You therefore, beloved, since you know [this] 
beforehand, beware lest you also fall from your own steadfastness, being led away with the error of the wicked; but grow 
in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To Him [be] the glory both now and forever. Amen. 
1 Thes 4:13-18 – But I do not want you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning those who have fallen asleep, lest you 
sorrow as others who have no hope. For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God will bring with Him 
those who sleep in Jesus. For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive [and] remain until the 
coming of the Lord will by no means precede those who are asleep. For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a 
shout, with the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise first. Then we who are 
alive [and] remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall 
always be with the Lord. 18 Therefore comfort one another with these words.
