When we as husbands say to our wives “I love you”, what do we mean?

Love :
A command: pres act imprtv — love
Love : agapate (pres act imprtv) from agapao

Four Greek words that can mean love:

1) eros — erotic (English) sensual love, lust ( )
2) storge — affection, love of kindred ( )
3) phileo — friendly toward ( )
4) agapao — affection, good-will, benevolence ( )
Definition: (working def) love is a choice to act toward another in a sacrificial and beneficial way
that is not conditional on anything the other has done
Love : Characteristics of love
Love is :
1) Jn3:16
“For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not
perish but have everlasting life.”
2) 1Jn4:10
In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins
3) Rom 5:8
But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.
4) Gal 2:20
| have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer | who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which | now live in
the flesh 1 live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me.

5) Jn 15:13
"Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one's life for his friends.”

6) 1Jn3:16
By this we know love, because He laid down His life for us. And we also ought to lay down our lives for the
brethren.

1) 1Jn3:17-18

2) Eph 5:25-27
Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, that He might
sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, that He might present her to Himself a
glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish.

II. Don't be bitter: (and do not be bitter towards them)
A command:
Keep yourself from becoming bitter (our responsibility)
Bitter :
it is commanded not to be done
it is the husbands responsibility
Lit: Keep yourself from becoming bitter

Bitter . pikrainestha (pres mid [pass] imprtv) from pikraino
to make hitter; irritate; metaph - harsh
Bitter :

1) Matt 26:75
And Peter remembered the word of Jesus who had said to him, "Before the rooster crows, you will deny Me
three times." So he went out and wept bitterly.

2) Rev8:1l
The name of the star is Wormwood. A third of the waters became wormwood, and many men died from the
water, because it was made bitter.

3) Rev10:9-10
So | went to the angel and said to him, "Give me the little book." And he said to me, "Take and eat it; and it
will make your stomach bitter, but it will be as sweet as honey in your mouth." Then | took the little book out of
the angel's hand and ate it, and it was as sweet as honey in my mouth. But when | had eaten it, my stomach
became bitter.

4) Rom 3:14
"Whose mouth is full of cursing and bitterness."

5) Eph4:31
Let all bitterness, wrath, anger, clamor, and evil speaking be put away from you, with all malice.

6) Heb 12:15
looking carefully lest anyone fall short of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up cause
trouble, and by this many become defiled,;

7) Jam 3:11
Does a spring send forth fresh water and bitter from the same opening?

If we are bitter:
we are not demonstrating love
we are not going to be happy hubbies

Love is ; bitterness is

1 Cor 13:4-8a
Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy; love does not parade itself, is not puffed up; does not behave
rudely, does not seek its own, is not provoked, thinks no evil; does not rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in the truth;
bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things. Love never fails.
