exceedingly great and precious promises, that through these you may be partakers of the 
divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust. (2 Pet 1:2-4)

• 2 Pet 1:3 as His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and 

godliness, 
• 2 Pet 1:16 For we did not follow cunningly devised fables when we made known 

to you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but were eyewitnesses of 
His majesty.

• John 10:10b I have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more 

abundantly. (John 17:3) 
All Things that Pertain to ____________________ 
• 1:6-7 to knowledge self-control, to self-control perseverance, to perseverance

• 3:11-12 Therefore, since all these things will be dissolved, what manner of 

persons ought you to be in holy conduct and godliness, looking for and hastening 
the coming of the day of God, because of which the heavens will be dissolved, 
being on fire, and the elements will melt with fervent heat?
