The word translated “little children” is only found 8x, and all are in the
writings of John (John 13:33 — Jesus speaking “little children, | shall be
with you a little longer...”; 1 John —2:1,12,28[!]; 3:7[!],18; 4:4; 5:21[!])

3. The (“abide in Him”)

Out of the 118x it is used, John uses the term more than half of them
(68x) in his writings (John 40x, 1 John 24x, 2 John 3x, Revelation 1x).

Other words in the NKJV used to translate “abide” — to stay, to dwell, to
remain, to live, to be present, to wait, to continue, to endure, to stand
