Peter Explains David’s Prophecy

a. Peter Points Out the Problem (29)
"Men [and] brethren, let [me] speak freely to you of the patriarch David, that he is
both dead and buried, and his tomb is with us to this day.”

TAKEAWAYS:
Prophecy can have a present, personal meaning AND a future, deeper
meaning.
Peter is not trying to explain the entire puzzle, but just points to pieces (that
the Jews would be aware of and understand).
Put in your mind that the Spirit who inspired the Old Testament which is
being quoted by Peter is the same Spirit that is empowering Peter to explain
and apply the Old Testament. The Author is explaining His work!
