Who God Is (“Be Angry”)

“Occurring 41x in the OT, the verb raghaz, ‘to be agitated,” ‘to quiver,’
‘to quake,” ‘to be roused to anger,’ is primarily used to express some
form of physical shaking (both of animate and inanimate objects).
Beyond this, however, raghaz also encompasses the range of emotions
causing or resulting from shaking. These include fear, anger,
excitement, and trouble.” (The Complete Biblical Library)

Ps 99:1 “The LORD reigns; Let the peoples tremble! He dwells between the
cherubim; Let the earth be moved!”

Hab 3:16 “When | heard, my body trembled; My lips quivered at the voice;
Rottenness entered my bones; And | trembled in myself, That | might rest in the
day of trouble. When he comes up to the people, He will invade them with his
troops.”

Psa 2:11 Serve the LORD with fear, And rejoice with trembling.

That Which Displeases God (“Do Not Sin")
“Although it does mean ‘to miss’ in four instances, this nuance is tied to
the idea of being displeasing.” (The Complete Biblical Library)

Psa 119:11 “Your word | have hidden in my heart, That | might not sin against
You!”

Eph 4:26-27 “Be angry, and do not sin": do not let the sun go down on your
wrath, nor give place to the devil.” [Seems to indicate that this “anger” is a state
of fear or awe towards God that should not cease.]

Pro 3:7 Do not be wise in your own eyes; Fear the LORD and depart from evil.

Pro 16:6 In mercy and truth Atonement is provided for iniquity; And by the fear
of the LORD [one] departs from evil.

Pro 8:13 The fear of the LORD [is] to hate evil; Pride and arrogance and the evil
way And the perverse mouth | hate.
