Was the Sabbath Established? (Mark 2:23-28):

Mark 2:23-28 22 Now it happened that He went through the grainfields on the Sabbath; and as they went His disciples began to pluck the

heads of grain. 24 And the Pharisees said to Him, “"Look, why do they do what is not lawful on the Sabbath?" 25 But He said to them, "Have
you never read what David did when he was in need and hungry, he and those with him: 2 "how he went into the house of God in the
days of Abiathar the high priest, and ate the showbread, which is not lawful to eat, except for the priests, and also gave some to those
who were with him?" 27 And He said to them, "The Sabbath was made for man, and not man for the Sabbath. 28 "Therefore the Son of
Man is also Lord of the Sabbath."

17 Then | contended with the nobles of Judah, and said to
them, "What evil thing is this that you do, by which you profane the Sabbath day? 8 "Did not your fathers do thus, and did not our God
bring all this disaster on us and on this city? Yet you bring added wrath on Israel by profaning the Sabbath." 19 So it was, at the gates of
Jerusalem, as it began to be dark before the Sabbath, that | commanded the gates to be shut, and charged that they must not be
opened till after the Sabbath. Then | posted some of my servants at the gates, so that no burdens would be brought in on the Sabbath
day.
