Numbers 33:1-2 These are the journeys of the children of Israel,
who went out of the land of Egypt by their armies under the hand
of Moses and Aaron. > Now Moses wrote down the starting points
of their journeys at the command of the LORD. And these are their
journeys according to their starting points:

1. Moses Israel’s Journeys
a. This chapter is meant to be a record of all of
Israel’s journeys
Journey has the idea of pulling up or breaking
camp.
b. Moses recorded each starting point

* They departed from Rameses in the first month, on the fifteenth
day of the first month; on the day after the Passover the children
of Israel went out with boldness in the sight of all the Egyptians. *

> Then the children of Israel moved from Rameses and camped at
Succoth. ° They departed from Succoth and camped at Etham,
which is on the edge of the wilderness. ’ They moved from Etham
and turned back to Pi Hahiroth, which is east of Baal Zephon; and
they camped near Migdol. 8 They departed from before Hahiroth
and passed through the midst of the sea into the wilderness, went
three days' journey in the Wilderness of Etham, and camped at
Marah. ° They moved from Marah and came to Elim. At Elim were
twelve springs of water and seventy palm trees; so they camped
there. '° They moved from Elim and camped by the Red Sea.

" They moved from the Red Sea and camped in the Wilderness of
Sin. They journeyed from the Wilderness of Sin and camped at
Dophkah. ** They departed from Dophkah and camped at Alush. **

and camped in the Wilderness of Sinai.

2 They moved
from Mount Shepher and camped at Haradah. > They moved from
Haradah and camped at Makheloth. 26 They moved from
Makheloth and camped at Tahath.
