Our brethren have discouraged our hearts, saying, "The people are greater and taller
than we; the cities are great and fortified up to heaven; moreover we have seen the sons of the Anakim

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Deuteronomy 9:1-3 "Hear, O Israel: You are to cross over the Jordan today, and go in to dispossess
nations greater and mightier than yourself, cities great and fortified up to heaven, *"a people great and
tall, the descendants of the Anakim, whom you know, and of whom you heard it said, 'Who can stand
before the descendants of Anak?' > "Therefore understand today that the LORD your God is He who
goes over before you as a consuming fire.

7. Review of the Lands to be Conquered (Joshua 13:1-6)
Joshua 13:1-6 Now Joshua was old, advanced in years. And the LORD said to him: "You are old, advanced in
years, and there remains very much land yet to be possessed. * "This is the land that yet remains: all the
territory of the Philistines and all that of the Geshurites, > "from Sihor, which is east of Egypt, as far as the
border of Ekron northward (which is counted as Canaanite); the five lords of the Philistines -- the Gazites, the
Ashdodites, the Ashkelonites, the Gittites, and the Ekronites; also the Avites; * "from the south, all the land of
the Canaanites, and Mearah that belongs to the Sidonians as far as Aphek, to the border of the Amorites; > "the
land of the Gebalites, and all Lebanon, toward the sunrise, from Baal Gad below Mount Hermon as far as the
entrance to Hamath; ° "all the inhabitants of the mountains from Lebanon as far as the Brook Misrephoth, and
all the Sidonians -- them | will drive out from before the children of Israel; only divide it by lot to Israel as an
inheritance, as | have commanded you.

A. When Joshua was old, there was still land to conquer

B. God promised to drive them out and commands Joshua to divide it as an inheritance
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
