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What about its significance for us? Well, this chapter
offers us a lesson on how we relate to the world. If we
tolerate the world’s values, the world to encroach into our
lives, before long we will be living like the world. In the book
of Judges, we learned that the farther along you read, the
less distinguishable are God’s people from the rest of the
people—that is, the Canaanites.

And so it is for us. We need to be very careful how we are
living in relationship to God and in relationship to the world
around us. Are we taking care of the business that God has
given to us? And are we conquering the enemy territories, or
simply tolerating them within our own lives?
