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Matt 3:1-11 In those days John the Baptist came preaching in the wilderness of Judea, 2 and saying, 
"Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand!" 3 For this is he who was spoken of by the prophet Isaiah, 
saying: "The voice of one crying in the wilderness: `Prepare the way of the LORD; Make His paths straight.'" 
4 And John himself was clothed in camel's hair, with a leather belt around his waist; and his food was locusts 
and wild honey. 5 Then Jerusalem, all Judea, and all the region around the Jordan went out to him 6 and were 
baptized by him in the Jordan, confessing their sins. 7 But when he saw many of the Pharisees and 
Sadducees coming to his baptism, he said to them, "Brood of vipers! Who warned you to flee from the wrath 
to come? 8 "Therefore bear fruits worthy of repentance, 9 "and do not think to say to yourselves, `We have 
Abraham as our father.' For I say to you that God is able to raise up children to Abraham from these stones. 
10 "And even now the ax is laid to the root of the trees. Therefore every tree which does not bear good fruit 
is cut down and thrown into the fire. 11 "I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance, but He who is 
coming after me is mightier than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you with the Holy 
Spirit and fire. 

Matt 3:13-17 Then Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan to be baptized by him. 14 And John tried 
to prevent Him, saying, "I need to be baptized by You, and are You coming to me?" 15 But Jesus answered 
and said to him, "Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness." Then he allowed 
Him. 16 When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and behold, the heavens 
were opened to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon Him. 17 And 
suddenly a voice came from heaven, saying, "This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased." 

Matt 13:26-50 39 "The enemy who sowed them is the devil, the harvest is the end of the age, and the 
reapers are the angels. 40 "Therefore as the tares are gathered and burned in the fire, so it will be at the end 
of this age. 41 "The Son of Man will send out His angels, and they will gather out of His kingdom all things 
that offend, and those who practice lawlessness, 42 "and will cast them into the furnace of fire. There will be 
wailing and gnashing of teeth. 43 "Then the righteous will shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father. 
He who has ears to hear, let him hear! 44 "Again, the kingdom of heaven is like treasure hidden in a field, 
which a man found and hid; and for joy over it he goes and sells all that he has and buys that field. 45 "Again, 
the kingdom of heaven is like a merchant seeking beautiful pearls, 46 "who, when he had found one pearl of 
great price, went and sold all that he had and bought it. 47 "Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a dragnet 
that was cast into the sea and gathered some of every kind, 48 "which, when it was full, they drew to shore; 
and they sat down and gathered the good into vessels, but threw the bad away. 49 "So it will be at the end of 
the age. The angels will come forth, separate the wicked from among the just, 50 "and cast them into the 
furnace of fire. There will be wailing and gnashing of teeth." 

Matt 20:22(-23) But Jesus answered and said, "You do not know what you ask. Are you able to drink the 
cup that I am about to drink, and be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with?" They said to Him, 
"We are able." 23 So He said to them, "You will indeed drink My cup, and be baptized with the baptism that I 
am baptized with; but to sit on My right hand and on My left is not Mine to give, but it is for those for whom it 
is prepared by My Father." 

Matt 28:19-20 "Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 "teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; 
and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age." Amen. 

Luke 3:16-17 John answered, saying to all, "I indeed baptize you with water; but One mightier than I is 
coming, whose sandal strap I am not worthy to loose. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire. 17 "His 
winnowing fan is in His hand, and He will thoroughly clean out His threshing floor, and gather the wheat into 
His barn; but the chaff He will burn with unquenchable fire." 

Luke 12:50 But I have a baptism to be baptized with, and how distressed I am till it is accomplished! 
John 1:25-33 And they asked him, saying, "Why then do you baptize if you are not the Christ, nor Elijah, 

nor the Prophet?" 26 John answered them, saying, "I baptize with water, but there stands One among you 
whom you do not know. 27 "It is He who, coming after me, is preferred before me, whose sandal strap I am 
not worthy to loose." 28 These things were done in Bethabara beyond the Jordan, where John was baptizing. 
29 The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, "Behold! The Lamb of God who takes away 
the sin of the world! 30 "This is He of whom I said, `After me comes a Man who is preferred before me, for He 

was before me.' 31 "I did not know Him; but that He should be revealed to Israel, therefore I came baptizing 
with water." 32 And John bore witness, saying, "I saw the Spirit descending from heaven like a dove, and He 
remained upon Him. 33 "I did not know Him, but He who sent me to baptize with water said to me, `Upon 
whom you see the Spirit descending, and remaining on Him, this is He who baptizes with the Holy Spirit.' 

Rom 6:3-4 Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into 
His death? 4 Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised 
from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 

1 Cor 10:(1-)2 Moreover, brethren, I do not want you to be unaware that all our fathers were under the 
cloud, all passed through the sea, 2 all were baptized into Moses in the cloud and in the sea, 

1 Cor 12:13 For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body-- whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves 
or free-- and have all been made to drink into one Spirit. 

Gal 3:26-28 For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. 27 For as many of you as were 
baptized into Christ have put on Christ. 28 There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, 
there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus. 

Eph 4:5(4-6) There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called in one hope of your calling; 5 one 
Lord, one faith, one baptism; 6 one God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all. 

Acts 1:5 "for John truly baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days 
from now." 

Acts 2:38 Then Peter said to them, "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus 
Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 

Acts 2:41 Then those who gladly received his word were baptized; and that day about three thousand souls 
were added to them. 

Acts 8:26-40 Now an angel of the Lord spoke to Philip, saying, "Arise and go toward the south along the 
road which goes down from Jerusalem to Gaza." This is desert. 27 So he arose and went. And behold, a man 
of Ethiopia, a eunuch of great authority under Candace the queen of the Ethiopians, who had charge of all 
her treasury, and had come to Jerusalem to worship, 28 was returning. And sitting in his chariot, he was 
reading Isaiah the prophet. 29 Then the Spirit said to Philip, "Go near and overtake this chariot." 30 So Philip 
ran to him, and heard him reading the prophet Isaiah, and said, "Do you understand what you are reading?" 
31 And he said, "How can I, unless someone guides me?" And he asked Philip to come up and sit with him. 
32 The place in the Scripture which he read was this: "He was led as a sheep to the slaughter; And as a lamb 
before its shearer is silent, So He opened not His mouth. 33 In His humiliation His justice was taken away, 
And who will declare His generation? For His life is taken from the earth." 34 So the eunuch answered Philip 
and said, "I ask you, of whom does the prophet say this, of himself or of some other man?" 35 Then Philip 
opened his mouth, and beginning at this Scripture, preached Jesus to him. 36 Now as they went down the 
road, they came to some water. And the eunuch said, "See, here is water. What hinders me from being 
baptized?" 37 Then Philip said, "If you believe with all your heart, you may." And he answered and said, "I 
believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God." 38 So he commanded the chariot to stand still. And both Philip 
and the eunuch went down into the water, and he baptized him. 39 Now when they came up out of the water, 
the Spirit of the Lord caught Philip away, so that the eunuch saw him no more; and he went on his way 
rejoicing. 40 But Philip was found at Azotus. And passing through, he preached in all the cities till he came to 
Caesarea. 

Acts 10:47-48 "Can anyone forbid water, that these should not be baptized who have received the Holy 
Spirit just as we have?" 48 And he commanded them to be baptized in the name of the Lord. Then they asked 
him to stay a few days. 

Acts 18:8 Then Crispus, the ruler of the synagogue, believed on the Lord with all his household. And many 
of the Corinthians, hearing, believed and were baptized. 

Acts 19:2-4 he said to them, "Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?" So they said to him, "We 
have not so much as heard whether there is a Holy Spirit." 3 And he said to them, "Into what then were you 
baptized?" So they said, "Into John's baptism." 4 Then Paul said, "John indeed baptized with a baptism of 
repentance, saying to the people that they should believe on Him who would come after him, that is, on Christ 
Jesus."
