10 Reasons to Live for God

: To please the One Who made my salvation possible.
Matt 25:23 His lord said to him, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant; you have been faithful
over a few things, | will make you ruler over many things. Enter into the joy of your lord.’

Rom 8:8 So then, those who are in the flesh cannot please God.

1 Thes 4:1 Finally then, brethren, we urge and exhort in the Lord Jesus that you should
abound more and more, just as you received from us how you ought to walk and to
please God.

2 Tim 2:4 No one engaged in warfare entangles himself with the affairs of this life, that he
may please him who enlisted him as a soldier.

: To be able to look forward to Christ’s coming.
1 John 2:28 And now, little children, abide in Him, that when He appears, we may have
confidence and not be ashamed before Him at His coming.

: To experience meaningful relationships w/ others.
1 John 1:3 that which we have seen and heard we declare to you, that you also may
have fellowship with us; and truly our fellowship is with the Father and with His Son
Jesus Christ.

: To help (not hinder) others around me.
1 Cor 8:12-13 But when you thus sin against the brethren, and wound their weak
conscience, you sin against Christ. Therefore, if food makes my brother stumble, | will
never again eat meat, lest | make my brother stumble.

o My Family: They will become like ME!

o My Church Family: They will only be as effective as | am (team member)

o My Friends & the World: Am | salt & light? Do | turn people to God or from God?

: To know what is true/false & right/wrong.
John 8:12 Then Jesus spoke to them again, saying, “I am the light of the world. He who
follows Me shall not walk in darkness, but have the light of life.”

Eph 5:13 But all things that are exposed are made manifest by the light, for whatever
makes manifest is light.

1 John 1:5-7 This is the message which we have heard from Him and declare to you, that
God is light and in Him is no darkness at all. ¢ If we say that we have fellowship with Him,
and walk in darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth. 7 But if we walk in the light as
He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His
Son cleanses us from all sin.

: To have God’s calmness in my life.
Phil 4:6-9 (Inside) Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication,
with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known to God; 7and the peace of God,
which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ
Jesus. Finally, brethren, whatever things are true, whatever things are noble, whatever
things are just, whatever things are pure, whatever things are lovely, whatever things are
of good report, if there is any virtue and if there is anything praiseworthy—meditate on
these things. The things which you learned and received and heard and saw in me, these
do, and the God of peace will be with you.
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Col 3:15 (With Others): And let the peace of God rule in your hearts, to which
also you were called in one body; and be thankful.

: To have God'’s strength to do what is right.
Eph 6:13-18 Therefore take up the whole armor of God, that you may be able
to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. ™4 Stand therefore,
having girded your waist with truth, having put on the breastplate of
righteousness, 15 and having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel
of peace; 6 above all, taking the shield of faith with which you will be able to
quench all the fiery darts of the wicked one. 7 And take the helmet of salvation,
and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God; '8 praying always with all
prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being watchful to this end with all
perseverance and supplication for all the saints--

Heb 3:12-13 Beware, brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil heart of
unbelief in departing from the living God; 3but exhort one another daily, while it
is called "Today," lest any of you be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin.
Heb 10:24-25 And let us consider one another in order to stir up love and good
works, 25 not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner
of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the more as you see the Day
approaching.

: To be rewarded by God.
Matt. 16:27 "For the Son of Man will come in the glory of His Father with His
angels, and then He will reward each according to his works.

Mark 10:29-30 So Jesus answered and said, “Assuredly, | say to you, there is
no one who has left house or brothers or sisters or father or mother or wife or
children or lands, for My sake and the gospel’s, % “who shall not receive a
hundredfold now in this time—houses and brothers and sisters and mothers
and children and lands, with persecutions—and in the age to come, eternal life.
2 Cor 5:10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that
each one may receive the things done in the body, according to what he has
done, whether good or bad.

: To have God-given maturity in this world.
Eph 4:12-15 for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the
edifying of the body of Christ, 3 till we all come to the unity of the faith and of
the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the
stature of the fullness of Christ; 14 that we should no longer be children, tossed
to and fro and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of men,
in the cunning craftiness of deceitful plotting, 5 but, speaking the truth in love,
may grow up in all things into Him who is the head-- Christ--

: To make my life count for ...eternity.
Matt 16:24-26 Then Jesus said to His disciples, "If anyone desires to come
after Me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow Me. 25 "For
whoever desires to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for My
sake will find it. 26 "For what profit is it to a man if he gains the whole world, and
loses his own soul? Or what will a man give in exchange for his soul?
