GEOGRAPHY — Regardless of where that person lives or came from

Go where no one else would go — Go where the fish are

People who live “on the bad side of town” need Jesus

e Matt 28:19a Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations...

e Mark 16:15 And He said to them, "Go into all the world and preach the
gospel to every creature.

o Luke 24:46-47 *° Then He said to them, "Thus it is written, and thus it was
necessary for the Christ to suffer and to rise from the dead the third day, a7
and that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in His name
to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.

e Acts 1:8 But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon
you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and
Samaria, and to the end of the earth."

o Acts 15:7-97 And when there had been much dispute, Peter rose up and said
to them: "Men and brethren, you know that a good while ago God chose
among us, that by my mouth the Gentiles should hear the word of the
gospel and believe.

And the high priest asked them, i saying, "Did we not strictly
command you not to teach in this name? And look, you have filled
Jerusalem with your doctrine, and intend to bring this Man's blood on u.
But Peter and the [other] apostles answered and said: "We ought to obey
God rather than men.
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6. MONEY - Regardless of that person’s economic status

e James 1:27 Pure and undefiled religion before God and the Father is this: to
visit orphans and widows in their trouble, [and] to keep oneself unspotted
from the world.

7. CELEBRITY — Regardless of that person’s importance

e 1 Cor1:26-29 % For you see your calling, brethren, that not many wise
according to the flesh, not many mighty, not many noble, [are called)]. 7 But
God has chosen the foolish things of the world to put to shame the wise,
and God has chosen the weak things of the world to put to shame the things
which are mighty; 28 and the base things of the world and the things which
are despised God has chosen, and the things which are not, to bring to
nothing the things that are, ? that no flesh should glory in His presence.

8. MATURITY - Regardless of that person’s age

e Luke 18:16 But Jesus called them to [Him] and said, "Let the little children
come to Me, and do not forbid them; for of such is the kingdom of God.
