Clothing Serves to Communicate...

1.

To Acknowledge Nakedness and Shame

Gen 3:7 —Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they [were] naked; and they sewed fig leaves together
and made themselves coverings. (c.f. 3:21)

2 Chron 28:15 — Then the men who were designated by name rose up and took the captives, and from the spoil they clothed all
who were naked among them, dressed them and gave them sandals, gave them food and drink, and anointed them; and they let
all the feeble ones ride on donkeys. So they brought them to their brethren at Jericho, the city of palm trees. Then they returned
to Samaria.

Ezek 18:7 — If he has not oppressed anyone, [But] has restored to the debtor his pledge; Has robbed no one by violence, [But] has
given his bread to the hungry And covered the naked with clothing;

Matt 25:36 — | [was] naked and you clothed Me; | was sick and you visited Me; | was in prison and you came to Me.'

To Represent Spiritual Truths about Sin and God
Gen 3:21 — Also for Adam and his wife the LORD God made tunics of skin, and clothed them.

To Indicate Special Favor
Gen 37:3 — Now Israel loved Joseph more than all his children, because he [was] the son of his old age. Also he made him a tunic
of [many] colors.
Gen 37:23 —So it came to pass, when Joseph had come to his brothers, that they stripped Joseph [of] his tunic, the tunic of [many]
colors that [was] on him.
2 Sam 13:18 — Now she had on a robe of many colors, for the king's virgin daughters wore such apparel. And his servant put her
out and bolted the door behind her.
Esther 8:15 — So Mordecai went out from the presence of the king in royal apparel of blue and white, with a great crown of gold
and a garment of fine linen and purple; and the city of Shushan rejoiced and was glad.
Luke 15:22 — But the father said to his servants, 'Bring out the best robe and put [it] on him, and put a ring on his hand and sandals
on [his] feet.
To Represent a Position of Authority or Appointment
a. Priests
Ex 28:2-4 — And you shall make holy garments for Aaron your brother, for glory and for beauty. So you shall speak to all [who
are] gifted artisans, whom | have filled with the spirit of wisdom, that they may make Aaron's garments, to consecrate him,
that he may minister to Me as priest. And these [are] the garments which they shall make: a breastplate, an ephod, a robe, a
skillfully woven tunic, a turban, and a sash. So they shall make holy garments for Aaron your brother and his sons, that he may
minister to Me as priest.
Ex 39:1 — Of the blue, purple, and scarlet [thread] they made garments of ministry, for ministering in the holy [place,] and
made the holy garments for Aaron, as the LORD had commanded Moses.
Ex 39:41 — and the garments of ministry, to minister in the holy [place:] the holy garments for Aaron the priest, and his sons'
garments, to minister as priests.
Ezra 3:10 — When the builders laid the foundation of the temple of the LORD, the priests stood in their apparel with trumpets,
and the Levites, the sons of Asaph, with cymbals, to praise the LORD, according to the ordinance of David king of Israel.
John 19:23 — Then the soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took His garments and made four parts, to each soldier a part,
and also the tunic. Now the tunic was without seam, woven from the top in one piece.
b. Levites
2 Chron 5:12 — and the Levites [who were] the singers, all those of Asaph and Heman and Jeduthun, with their sons and their
brethren, stood at the east end of the altar, clothed in white linen, having cymbals, stringed instruments and harps, and with
them one hundred and twenty priests sounding with trumpets --
c. Angels
Matt 28:3 — His countenance was like lightning, and his clothing as white as snow.
Luke 24:4 — And it happened, as they were greatly perplexed about this, that behold, two men stood by them in shining
garments.
Acts 1:10 — And while they looked steadfastly toward heaven as He went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel,
Acts 10:30 — So Cornelius said, "Four days ago | was fasting until this hour; and at the ninth hour | prayed in my house, and
behold, a man stood before me in bright clothing,
Rev 15:6 — And out of the temple came the seven angels having the seven plagues, clothed in pure bright linen, and having
their chests girded with golden bands.
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d. Kings and Rulers
Gen 41:42 — Then Pharaoh took his signet ring off his hand and put it on Joseph's hand; and he clothed him in garments of fine
linen and put a gold chain around his neck.
Judges 5:10 — Speak, you who ride on white donkeys, Who sit in judges' attire, And who walk along the road.

Dan 5:7 — The king cried aloud to bring in the astrologers, the Chaldeans, and the soothsayers. The king spoke, saying to the
wise [men] of Babylon, "Whoever reads this writing, and tells me its interpretation, shall be clothed with purple and [have] a
chain of gold around his neck; and he shall be the third ruler in the kingdom."

Acts 12:21 —So on a set day Herod, arrayed in royal apparel, sat on his throne and gave an oration to them.

5. To Provide Basic Shelter and Warmth
Ex 21:10 - If he takes another [wife,] he shall not diminish her food, her clothing, and her marriage rights.
Ex 22:26-27 - If you ever take your neighbor's garment as a pledge, you shall return it to him before the sun goes down. For that
[is] his only covering, it [is] his garment for his skin. What will he sleep in? And it will be that when he cries to Me, | will hear, for |
[am] gracious.
Deut 24:17 — You shall not pervert justice due the stranger or the fatherless, nor take a widow's garment as a pledge.
Prov 31:21 — She is not afraid of snow for her household, For all her household [is] clothed with scarlet.
Matt 5:40 — If anyone wants to sue you and take away your tunic, let him have [your] cloak also.
Matt 6:25 — Therefore | say to you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or what you will drink; nor about your body,
what you will put on. Is not life more than food and the body more than clothing?
Matt 6:28 — So why do you worry about clothing? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow: they neither toil nor spin;
1 Tim 6:8 — And having food and clothing, with these we shall be content.

And he had not cared for his feet, nor trimmed
his mustache, nor washed his clothes, from the day the king departed until the day he returned in peace.
1 Kings 21:27 — So it was, when Ahab heard those words, that he tore his clothes and put sackcloth on his body, and fasted
and lay in sackcloth, and went about mourning.
Esther 4:2 — He went as far as the front of the king's gate, for no one [might] enter the king's gate clothed with sackcloth.
(Mordecai)
Rev 11:3 — And | will give [power] to my two witnesses, and they will prophesy one thousand two hundred and sixty days,
clothed in sackcloth."

Is 63:2 — Why [is] Your apparel red, And Your garments like one who treads in the winepress?
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Rev 19:13 — He [was] clothed with a robe dipped in blood, and His name is called The Word of God.
b. Holiness

Ex 19:14 — So Moses went down from the mountain to the people and sanctified the people, and they washed their clothes.
(repeated many times in Leviticus)

Acts 1:10 — And while they looked steadfastly toward heaven as He went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel,

1Tim 2:9 —in like manner also, that the women adorn themselves in modest apparel, with propriety and moderation, not with
braided hair or gold or pearls or costly clothing,

Jude 1:23 — but others save with fear, pulling [them] out of the fire, hating even the garment defiled by the flesh.

Rev 3:4-5 — You have a few names even in Sardis who have not defiled their garments; and they shall walk with Me in white,
for they are worthy.

2 Kings 25:29 — So Jehoiachin changed from his prison garments, and he ate bread regularly before the king all the days of his
life.

Mark 5:15 — Then they came to Jesus, and saw the one [who had been] demon-possessed and had the legion, sitting and
clothed and in his right mind. And they were afraid. (cf. Luke 8:35)

d. Death

John 11:44 — And he who had died came out bound hand and foot with graveclothes, and his face was wrapped with a cloth.
Jesus said to them, "Loose him, and let him go."

e. Repentance

Gen 35:2 — And Jacob said to his household and to all who [were] with him, "Put away the foreign gods that [are] among you,
purify yourselves, and change your garments.

f. Widowhood

Gen 38:14 — So she took off her widow's garments, covered [herself] with a veil and wrapped herself, and sat in an open place
which [was] on the way to Timnah; for she saw that Shelah was grown, and she was not given to him as a wife. (cf. 38:19)

g. Ministry Status

Ez 44:19 — "When they go out to the outer court, to the [outer] court to the people, they shall take off their garments in which
they have ministered, leave them in the holy chambers, and put on other garments; and in their holy garments they shall not
sanctify the people.

John 13:4 —rose from supper and laid aside His garments, took a towel and girded Himself.

John 13:12 —So when He had washed their feet, taken His garments, and sat down again, He said to them, "Do you know what

A Type of Gift

An Potential Area of Trespass

shall pay double to his neighbor.

An Avenue of Transmission for lliness

Leviticus 11:32 — Anything on which [any] of them falls, when they are dead shall be unclean, whether [it is] any item of wood or
clothing or skin or sack, whatever item [it is,] in which [any] work is done, it must be put in water. And it shall be unclean until
evening; then it shall be clean.

Leviticus 13:52 —He shall therefore burn that garment in which is the plague, whether warp or woof, in wool or in linen, or anything
of leather, for it [is] an active leprosy; [the garment] shall be burned in the fire.

A Form of Evidence

Genesis 39:15-16 — “And it happened, when he heard that | lifted my voice and cried out, that he left his garment with me, and
fled and went outside."

A Way to Hide Evidence
