Sanctification = Godly Change: Change your thinking. Change your talking. Change
your relationships. Change your habits.

Essential #1: LISTEN to the WORD (Two Parts):

To Carefully Supervise the Teaching of God’s Word

1 Tim 1:3-7 3 As | urged you when | went into Macedonia-- remain in
Ephesus that you may charge some that they teach no other doctrine, 4 nor
give heed to fables and endless genealogies, which cause disputes rather
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than godly edification which is in faith. > Now the purpose of the
commandment is love from a pure heart, from a good conscience, and from
sincere faith, ¢ from which some, having strayed, have turned aside to idle
talk, 7 desiring to be teachers of the law, understanding neither what they say
nor the things which they affirm.

2 Tim 2:2 And the things that you have heard from me among many
witnesses, commit these to faithful men who will be able to teach others also.

To Carefully Reject Listening to Wrong Teaching

Jer 23:16-17 Thus says the LORD of hosts: "Do not listen to the words of the
prophets who prophesy to you. They make you worthless; They speak a
vision of their own heart, Not from the mouth of the LORD. 17 They
continually say to those who despise Me, "The LORD has said, "You shall
have peace "; And to everyone who walks according to the dictates of his
own heart, they say, "No evil shall come upon you."

1 Tim 4:1-3 Now the Spirit expressly says that in latter times some will depart
from the faith, giving heed to deceiving spirits and doctrines of demons...

2 Tim 3:1-7 But know this, that in the last days perilous times will come: 2 For
men will be...lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, ® having a form of
godliness but denying its power. And from such people turn away...” always
learning and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.
